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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research is to investigate the impact of Covid-19 on the hospitality industry of UAE, to achieve this purpose, a questionnaire used as an instrument to gather primary data from the participants working in the hospitality industry of UAE, using non-probability convenience sampling. The responses collected from 325 individuals working in the UAE hospitality industry out of total hospitality workforce of 400,000 by using an online questionnaire.
Factor analysis used to indicate the intercorrelation of independent variables and dependent variables. The KMO value of variable indicated 0.890, which is in the meritorious category, and the findings indicate that there is a significant relationship between Fear of Contagion, Travel Restrictions, Operational Challenges and UAE Hospitality Industry. Multiple regression analysis and Correlation shows that Fear of Contagion, Travel Restriction and Operational Challenges have a significant and positive influence on UAE Hospitality Industry. According to multiple regression analysis, 75% of individual believe Covid-19 negatively impacted the hospitality industry of UAE, explained by the Fear of Contagion, Travel Restriction and Operational Challenges. Furthermore, recommendations for future study is provided in this research.

Chapter I: INTRODUCTION
1.1 Introduction 
Chapter one will discuss the overview of the “impact of Covid-19 on the hospitality industry of UAE”. This chapter will start with the background of the research topic and explains the problem statement of the study. It will also discuss the research objectives and questions. This chapter will also discuss the significance of the study for the industry, academia, government, and medical community, and at last, this chapter will explain the limitation of the study. 
1.2 Background
The tourism industry is the fastest growing industry in the world, and currently, it is the 3rd largest industry in the world; it contributed USD 8.9 trillion in world GDP in 2019 (World Travel & Tourism Council, 2020).
The hospitality industry, also is known as the hotel industry, is a part of the tourism industry. The hospitality industry consists of hotels, resorts, and motels. The word hospitality is a French word meaning to “provide shelter to the travelers.” There are many classifications of hotels based on the level of service, price, size, location, and market segmentation. The hospitality industry, along with the tourism industry, greatly contributes to the economy of the world, and it interlinked with tourism and other tourism sectors. The hospitality industry also acts as the multiplier effect by generating income for the different sectors of the economy. It also helps to generate foreign exchange, employment, development, and improve the image of the destination (Walker & Walker, 2014).
The hospitality industry in the UAE has seen significant growth in recent years, and many international hotel companies are operating their hotels in the UAE. In recent years UAE has established itself as a tourist destination and business hub. The strategic location of the country gives it a great advantage to attract tourists from around the world. The UAE government, in recent years, plans to shift its economy from oil to other economic sectors for the stable economy of the country. In 2019, the tourism industry contributed 11.9% to the country’s GDP and provided 745,000 jobs (Corder, 2020).
The hospitality industry of UAE employs 398,000 people and contributed USD 9.1 billion in 2019 (UAE Federal Competitiveness and Statistics Authority, 2020). The hospitality sector is still growing, and there 219 hotels under construction in UAE as of 2020 (Top Hotel Projects, 2020).
The recent Covid-19 pandemic impacted all sectors of the economy, especially airlines, tourism, and hospitality industry globally. It also affected the hospitality industry in the UAE. The measures taken by the government like lockdown and travel restrictions have damaged the sector; further, the fear of Covid-19 among the people decline the travel and tourism in the UAE. This study will explain the factors that affected the industry. The study will measure the damage to the industry and how the industry and is trying to survive during this pandemic. 
1.3 Problem Statement
Tourism is the world’s 3rd largest industry, which contributed USD 8.9 trillion to the world’s GDP in 2019 and provides 330 million jobs worldwide (World Travel & Tourism Council, 2020). The hospitality industry is part of the tourism industry, and both interlinked with each other; without tourism, there are no guests for the hotels. Tourism sectors interlinked with each other and create a multiplier effect on the economy (Walker, 2017).
The hospitality industry, along with other tourism sectors, is quite sensitive to any uncertain situations like natural disasters, terrorism, pandemics, and economic downfalls. These factors severely affect the hospitality business as these factors create uncertainty, and tourists stop traveling and staying in hotels (Günay, Bayraktaroğlu & Özkul, 2020).
Covid-19 pandemic creates a lot of fear among citizens and travelers. The governments implemented the lookdowns, and travel restrictions are also imposed. The airlines were shut down or limit their operations, declining international travel around the world (Günay, Bayraktaroğlu & Özkul, 2020).
Due to the lockdown and travel restrictions, hotels around the world faced a loss of billions of dollars due to the cancellations and requests to postponed the bookings. Many hotels were closed or had to limit the operations (Oruonye & Ahmed, 2020). In the US also, hotels lost occupancy, and revenue dropped to 50% (Rokou, 2020).
Like other countries, UAE also implemented different measures like lockdowns and stopping international flights, resulting in a decline of tourism in the country and affecting the hospitality industry (Turak, 2020). Industry in UAE also facing the same challenges and drop in the occupancy and revenue, which resulted in a high financial loss for the hotels. The hospitality industry in the UAE could lose 30% of jobs (Fattah, 2020). The industry is also facing many operational challenges due to the new guidelines hotels need to follow (Nair, 2020). 


1.4 Research Questions
The objective of this is to determine the impact of Covid-19 on the hospitality industry of the UAE.
· Does Covid-19 related travel restrictions affect the hospitality industry of the UAE? 
· Does the fear of contagion among travelers affect the hospitality industry of the UAE? 
· Does Covid-19 create operational challenges for the hospitality industry of the UAE?
· Does Covid-19 pandemic affect the revenue of the hospitality industry in the UAE? 
· Do any measures taken to overcome this crisis by the hospitality industry of the UAE?
1.5 Research Objectives 
· To identify what type of travel restrictions implemented in the UAE. 
· To know if the fear of the contagion led to cancellations/occupancy decline in the hospitality industry of UAE. 
· To estimate the revenue loss to the hospitality industry of the UAE.
· To identify the operational challenges of the hospitality industry of the UAE.
· To identify the measures taken by the UAE hospitality industry.
1.6 Significance of the Study
This research has significant importance for different stakeholders. First, this research will set a benchmark for future researchers who would like to research this topic and can see this research and get guidance from it and make improvements in any future studies. Research can also further elaborate on the subject and include more factors and knowledge into current research. 
This research will also contribute to the academic field, and future students can see and learn from this and write their research; it will also help students of hospitality management to understand how the industry is performing and will provide them with valuable knowledge which can be useful in their career in future. 
Most importantly, this study will help hospitality employees how this pandemic created challenges for them and how they can implement different strategies to overcome them. They can develop different strategies to overcome operational challenges and create marketing strategies to attract guests. It will also help top management of the hospitality industry to develop long-term plans which can help the industry to avoid this kind of situation in the future. 
This study will also help the government to see the current situation of the industry and try to come up with possible solutions. The UAE Government has been promoting the country to be a tourist destination. In the current situation, the government must assess the situation to help them to survive and revive so that the country can maintain its image and progress further. 
This research can also help the medical and scientific community to create and develop different ways to detect viral diseases and limit the spread of the infection, as the hospitality industry deals with people, crowded places, visitors coming from various regions and background, medical and scientific community need to come up with methods and techniques which can help to identify and detect the viral diseases effectively and quickly.  
1.7 Limitations of the Study
This study is trying to present the Covid-19 impact on the hospitality industry of the UAE, but there will be some limitations in this study. First, as Covid-19 is still ongoing phenomena and, in the future, more effects could be seen in the hospitality industry, which might not be covered in this research. Second, the time to conduct this research is limited and could affect the study. Third, data will be collected from hotels in the UAE, but it is not possible to collect data from all the hotels in the UAE. Fourth, the Covid-19 pandemic is a recent event, and there is not much research done on its effect on the hospitality industry, especially in UAE, which does not provide basis for the literature review. 
1.8 Scope of the Study
This study will be conducted on the hospitality industry of the UAE, which is a famous tourist destination and famous for its world-class hotels. The hospitality industry of UAE was booming before Covid-19, and guests from all over the world visit UAE. 
As per the objectives of this research, the study will be conducted from the industry perspective, because to know how Covid-19 has affected the industry; the best approach is to see from the employees’ point of view. This study will present how Covid-19 has affected the business in terms of declining revenue and how limited travel has affected the number of guests in hotels causing low occupancy rates. There are not many studies conducted on the issue, so this study will provide insight into how hotels are operating in these challenging times and trying to survive this pandemic, as pandemic has severely affected the industry. Hospitality is the second most affected industry after the airline industry. 
This study will identify three major factors that are affecting the industry; these factors are Fear of Contagion, Travel Restrictions, and Operational Challenges, this will explain how each factor has affected the industry. The study will explain how Travel Restrictions and Fear of Contagion have reduced travel worldwide and affected the hotel occupancy rates and affected the revenue of the hotels. This study will also explain how Covid-19 has affected the operational activities of the hotels and increase the cost. Further, this study will describe what measure hotels are taking and what strategies they are implementing to attract the guests and building trust so that guests can return to hotels. 
As discussed before, this study will be conducted to see effects on the industry and look into it from an employee’s perspective, so this study will not focus on guests’ visiting preferences, behavior, or their opinion.

Chapter II: Literature Review
2.1 Introduction 
In this chapter, the history of the hospitality industry discussed, along with the economic importance and major hotel companies operating today. The classification of the hotels is also covered. Furthermore, this chapter also describes the Covid-19 pandemic and its impact on the tourism and hospitality industry globally. The theoretical model related to this study and conceptual framework also discussed. Focusing on the research topic, this chapter also introduces the hospitality industry of the UAE and the current situation. The variables impacting the UAE hospitality industry are also discussed in this chapter, followed by the conclusion. 
2.2 Introduction to the Hospitality Industry 
2.2.1 Definition 
“Hospitality” is a French word that comes from “hospice” meaning “to provide care or shelter to the travelers.” In ancient times providing food, shelter, and safety called hospitality (Walker & Walker, 2014).
2.2.2 History of the Hospitality Industry 
The first recorded evidence of the hospitality can be traced back to 4,500 BC in Sumerian civilization, present-day Iraq. Later, from 4000 BC to 2000 BC, offerings of hospitality started showing up in different cultures across the world like Europe, India, and China (Symons, 2012).
The first written evidence of the hospitality can be traced back to 1700 BC in ancient Rome and Greece; this was the time when Europe saw the emergence of taverns, which provide a place to stay and relax to travelers. People come to taverns to enjoy beer and to socialize (Walker & Walker, 2014).
In Mesopotamia (Iraq), during the reign of Hammurabi in 1700 BC, the owners of taverns were to report any criminals living in their taverns, and failing to do so could be punished with the death penalty. Even adding water in beer could be punished with the death penalty (Reynolds, Barrow & Powers, 2012).
In ancient times, the means of travel were slow and difficult, making overnight accommodations very important and necessary. Most of the travelers used to rely on the citizens to provide the overnight stay, but during the age of Roman and Greek empires, the emergence of taverns grew rapidly and spread in entire Europe. In the Roman Empire, Roman Government established taverns along all major roads every 25 miles to provide fresh horses for the government officials, and to stay in taverns, special permission was required (Cook, Hsu & Taylor, 2018).
In the coming ages, wealthy people start establishing their taverns and inns, run by their slaves. Even the gladiators began establishing their inns and restaurants by investing their rewards from games. During Roman Empire in 40 BC, a man named “Seqius Locates” introduce the idea of “business lunch” for the shipbrokers who were too busy to go home for lunch (Walker & Walker, 2014).
During the 8th century, Charlemagne, the emperor of the Carolingian Empire, established lodging facilities in Europe to protect pilgrims and provide them with a place to stay. These lodging facilities used to provide a bed, free bread, cobbler, barber, and food for the travelers (Walker & Walker, 2014). 
In the 13th century, when Marco Polo traveled to China, thousands of inns were already established across the world, and Chinese inns were the best among them; journeys of Marco Polo increase the interest of traveling among people (Cook, Hsu & Taylor, 2018). 
During the 16th century, the quality of inns improved, which helped to increase travel further. Rich people use to travel by stagecoaches and stay in inns, who demanded the upgradation of the inns. The availability of coffee in Europe, which was brought by travelers from Turkey, further increase the business of inns. The import of tea also attracted people to come to inns and socialize. In 1652, the first coffee house opened in England, and tea and coffee became part of the everyday life of English culture, and coffee houses became the socializing hubs (Walker & Walker, 2014).
During the French Revolution from 1789-1799, there was a revolution in the culinary arts, and it shaped the concept of restaurants; when Monsieur Boulanger start selling soup, he called his soups “restorantes” a French word meaning “to restore,” implying his soups restore the strength, eventually establishing the term “restaurant” for outlets selling food (Symons, 2012).
Meanwhile, in North America, the inns start establishing as travel grew. People start visiting inns to conduct a meeting, do business, getting news, and to socialize. The owners of the inns were considered respectful and financially strong individuals. During the Revolutionary War, the popularity of inns grew further. Due to the French influence on America, the inns were given a different name, “hotel,” which is a French word meaning “place to provide care” (Walker & Walker, 2014).
During the French revolution, many chefs lost their job or were targeted by the rebels due to their employment with nobilities. French chefs had to run to America and Canada, bringing their expertise to a new continent, and introducing French cuisines in the Americas and developed the hospitality industry there (Symons, 2012).
In the 19th century, chefs like Antoine Carême and Auguste Escoffier wrote books on culinary and started the modern era of the food service. Auguste Escoffier considered as the greatest chef in history who revolutionized modern culinary arts and established the designations for cooks in the kitchen where everyone has a specific job, establishing the hygiene practices in the kitchen and standardizing the menu for the guests (Cook, Hsu & Taylor, 2018).
After World War II, America saw growth in travel when roads improved, hotels, coffee shops, motels, and restaurants development spread across the country. Advancement and affordability of air travel took travelers around the world. During the 1980s, baby boomers traveled intensively due to their buying power (Reynolds, Barrow & Powers, 2012).
In the 1990s, the hospitality industry saw ups and downs due to the recession, the Gulf War, and 9/11, which damaged the industry (Walker & Walker, 2014)
2.2.3 Economic Contribution of the Hospitality & Tourism Industry  
The tourism industry is an umbrella term to describe all the sectors of tourism, which are travel (airlines, cruise ships, rail, automobile, etc.), recreations (attractions, gaming, parks, etc.), food & beverage (restaurants, bars, pubs, cafes, etc.), events (meeting, weddings, parties, conventions, exhibitions, product launch, etc.), hospitality (hotels, resorts, motels, etc.). The hospitality industry and tourism industry are interrelated, and without tourists, hotels do not have any business (Walker, 2017). 
Tourism is an activity of individuals to move out of their usual environment for any business or leisure purpose. The individual who performs this activity is called a tourist (Tabash, 2017).
Tourism has emerged as the largest industry, which affects the growth of the economy (Lashkarizadeh, et al. 2012). In 2019, the tourism industry was the world’s 3rd largest industry after information & communication and financial services. The tourism sector contributes to 330 million jobs and USD 8.9 trillion to the world’s GDP, which is 10.3% of the world’s GDP. In 2019, Asia-Pacific contributed USD 3 trillion, Americas USD 2.5 trillion, Europe USD 2 trillion, Middle-East USD 245.5 billion, and Africa USD 168.5 billion in the world Economy (World Travel & Tourism Council, 2020).

The tourism industry has been growing for many years, and in the last ten years, it saw exponential growth; in 1995, world tourism arrivals were only 532.953 million (Haryanto, 2020), and in 2019, it reached 1.5 billion international tourists, and it is expected to grow to 1.8 billion by 2030 (United Nations World Tourism Organization, 2020). Tourism helps to create economic activities and growth by providing employment, investment, foreign exchange, technology, infrastructure, and development (Haryanto, 2020).

Many countries take advantage of infrastructure, accessibility, labor force, and natural attractions available in their country to attract tourists and develop themself as a tourist destination; meanwhile, other countries which do not possess these resources also tries to develop tourist attractions, infrastructure and improve the image of the destination to build a positive image of the country and generate income for their economy (Cook, Hsu & Taylor, 2018).
The tourism industry creates a multiplier effect. The multiplier effect helps to measure how many times money circulated within the economy spend by the tourists. Most develop tourism economies generate the multiplier effect of 1.5 to 2.0, which means money spent in the destination is used from 1.5 to 2 times (Walker, 2017). A study in Malaysia suggested that tourism, directly and indirectly, supports 52 different industries in Malaysia (Mazumder & Ahmed, 2011). 
When a tourist decides to go on a trip abroad, they buy an air ticket and takes a taxi to reach the hotel, generating income for the transport sector; later, when they stay at a hotel and eats at restaurants, it generates income for the hospitality and food & beverage sector when they go for shopping it generates income for retail sector this chain reaction leads to many sectors generating income which eventually helps the entire economy of the country (Barrows & Powers, 2009).

Tourism is a broad industry consist of many sectors, and it interlinked with other industries, which makes it highly profitable for the economy of different countries. The tourism industry also helps to develop other sectors of the economy like real estate, sports & recreation, infrastructure, employment, government income, transport, and foreign exchange (Cook, Hsu & Taylor, 2018). Tourism and hospitality are important sectors of any country’s economy and will remain in the future also, and those countries that invest in this industry will gain economic, cultural, infrastructural benefits. Tourism and hospitality have a bright future, and countries and organizations should work more to develop and enhance this industry. 
2.2.4 Major Players of the Hospitality Industry 
Mass tourism creates the need for large hotels and the standardization of hotels. Independent hotels start turning into hotel chains. Standardization created a star system in hotels to explain the level of service and standard of the hotel. Brand name because high in value and independent hotels start paying royalties to get the famous brand names (Camilleri, 2018). The 20th century saw massive growth of hotel chains, where famous hoteliers like Conrad Hilton, John Willard Marriott, Hyatt Robert von Dehn, Paul Dubrule, and Gérard Pélisson created giant hotel chains and established their names in the hospitality industry, and now in the 21st century, their hotels are around the world and best in the field of the hospitality industry (Walker & Walker, 2014).

2.2.4.1 Wyndham Hotels and Resorts
Wyndham Hotels and Resorts started in 1990 by acquiring Ramada hotel and Howard Johnson hotel in the USA. Over the years, Wyndham Hotels acquire and created many hotel brands (Wyndham Hotels & Resorts, Inc., 2019). Wyndham is the largest hotel group in the world, with 8,513 hotels and 20 brands (Wyndham Hotels & Resorts, Inc., 2020).

2.2.4.2 Marriott International
Marriott International was started in 1927 from a root beer stand in Washington, D.C, by John Willard Marriott and his wife, Alice. Later, two restaurants were established in 1928, making a restaurant chain named “Hot Shoppes.” In 1937, Hot Shoppes started to provide catering services for the passengers at Hoover airport. In 1957, Marriott opened its first-ever hotel in Arlington, Virginia. Marriott hotels become an international hotel chain by opening a hotel in Mexico in 1969 and entered into the cruise line business in 1972 by partnering with SunLine cruise. Marriott is the second largest hotel chain with 30 brands and 7,994 hotels worldwide (Marriott International, Inc, 2020).

2.2.4.3 Choice Hotels International
Choice Hotels International was created in 1939, with the partnership of seven different owners of motels creating the same quality standards and facilitates to increase profits and to create one brand. The company brings facilities like a 24-hour front desk, phones in rooms, carpeting, and daily linen change in guest rooms. In 1972, the company becomes international when it opened its first hotel in West Germany. Today, Choice Hotels International is the third-largest hotel group with 12 brands and 7118 hotels worldwide (Choice Hotels International, Inc., 2020).

Hilton Worldwide Holdings Inc.’s journey started in 1919 when Conard Hilton bought his first hotels in Texas. Hilton hotels are known for bringing facilities in the hotel that have never been seen before. In 1927, the Waco Hilton hotel was the first hotel to provide cold water and air-conditioning in rooms. In 1947, Roosevelt Hilton was the first hotel to provide TV in guest rooms. Hilton hotels become an international chain by opening its first hotel in Puerto Rico. Hilton was the first hotel to create the central reservation system named HILCRON in 1955. Hilton is the fourth-largest hotel group with 18 brands and 6,208 hotels worldwide (Hilton, 2020).

InterContinental Hotels Group started its journey in 1777 when James Watt established a brewery named “Bass Brewery” in Staffordshire, England. In 1969, the company entered into the hotel business by the name of Crest Hotels. Later, in 1988, the company bought the Holiday Inn hotel and made it one of the largest hotel brands. Bass Brewery bought InterContinental hotels from Saison Group in 1988, and later in 2003, the group named was changed to InterContinental Hotels Group. Today the company has 14 hotel brands and the fifth largest hotel group in the world with hotels 5,918 (InterContinental Hotels Group, 2020).

Accor’s first hotel was established in 1967 by Paul Dubrule and Gérard Pélisson in Paris, France, named Novotel. In 1972, the company became an international chain by opening its first overseas hotel in Switzerland. In 1980, the company bought Sofitel hotels. Over the years, Accor created and bought many other hotel brands and expanding its portfolio in many regions around the world. Today Accor is the sixth-largest hotel group with 50 brands and 5506 hotels worldwide (Accor, 2020).

2.2.5 [bookmark: _Hlk58855518]Classification of Hotels 
Hotels can be classified into different categories according to their rating, location, size, market, function, and price.
2.2.5.1 Classification by Start Rating 
The quality of the service is the center of the hotel industry and the most important factor in attracting guests. Most hotels can have similar architectural and physical characteristics; it is the service that differentiates between a good and great hotel (Sepula et al., 2018). 
2.2.5.1.1 One-Star
Mostly one-star hotels are owned by a family or sole proprietor; these hotels do not provide any service and provide the only place to rest or sleep; rooms have limited furniture and bathroom in the rooms and do not have any restaurant on-premises. One-star hotels do not have any other facilities (Dubai Department of Tourism & Commerce Marketing, 2014). 
2.2.5.1.2 Two-Star
Two-star hotels are also small or medium hotels mostly operated by a chain, franchise, or by a sole proprietor. These hotels provide limited housekeeping services, and rooms are equipped with TV and phone. Room service is not available in a two-star hotel, but a restaurant will be on-premises to offer breakfast (Abu Dhabi Department of Culture & Tourism, 2018).
2.2.5.1.3 Three-Star
Three-star hotels are stylish and provide a comfortable stay for guests. These hotels are part of major international hotel chains like Hilton, Marriott, InterContinental, etc. These hotels have a decorative lobby and designated front desk. Three-star hotels provide more services and facilities as compared to one-star or two-star hotels like on-site restaurant and rooms service providing breakfast, lunch, and dinner. Rooms have good quality and furniture and a flat-screen TV.  Gym, swimming pool, and valet services are also available. These hotels are mostly located near business areas, attractions, shopping centers, or transportations hubs (Dubai Department of Tourism & Commerce Marketing, 2014).
2.2.5.1.4 Four-Star
Four-star hotels are large and upscale properties providing full-service with uniformed staff. The rooms are spacious and include premium furniture and stylish bathrooms with amenities. Rooms have entertainment systems and a flat-screen TV. Four-star hotels provide valet service, swimming pools, fitness centers, fine dining restaurants, and rooms service. Four-star hotels also provide meeting space and business center. (Abu Dhabi Department of Culture & Tourism, 2018).
2.2.5.1.5 Five-Star
Five-star hotels are the most luxurious properties with unique architecture and the best interior designing and furnishing. These hotels have large lobbies and designated concierge and front desks, providing unparalleled service by uniformed staff and personal butlers. The rooms are equipped with HD TVs, internet, lavish bathrooms, laundry service. Five-star hotels have multiple food & beverage outlets on the premises and offering different cuisines and room service available operating 24/7. Five-star hotels also provide large banquet and meeting rooms. These hotels also provide limousine service, spa, and swimming pool (UNWTO, 2015).
2.2.5.2 [bookmark: _Hlk52462080]Hotel Classification by Size 
Hotels can be classified by the size also where the number of rooms available in the hotels uses as the benchmark. 
2.2.5.2.1 Small 
Hotels that consist of less than 100 rooms are considered small-size hotels. 
2.2.5.2.2 Medium 
Hotels consist of between 100 to 299 rooms are considered as medium size hotels. 
2.2.5.2.3 Large 
Hotels consist of between 300 to 1000 rooms are considered large size hotels. 
2.2.5.2.4 Mega 
Hotels consist of more than 1000 rooms are considered mega-size hotels.

2.2.5.3 [bookmark: _Hlk58855531]Hotel Classification by Price
Hotels can be classified by the price, also where guests can choose among limited-service, full-service, or luxury hotels. 
2.2.5.3.1 Limited-Service Hotels
Limited-service hotels, also called budget or economy hotels, are very simple hotels providing only rooms and limited or no food and beverage service. These hotels do not provide any amenities or other services. These hotels are best for those guests who wanted to spend minimum time at the hotel at an affordable price (Barrows & Powers, 2009). 
2.2.5.3.2 Full-Service Hotels
Full-service hotel rates are above average, ranging from 50USD to 150USD, and they provide many facilities, including food & beverage services. These hotels are mostly the choice of business travelers who are not looking for a luxurious stay rather a comfortable stay and with necessary facilities (Cook, Hsu & Taylor, 2018). 
2.2.5.3.3 Luxury Hotels
Luxury Hotels provide a high standard of services and amenities. These hotels provide a luxurious lifestyle instead of simple lodging facilities for which customers are willing to pay. The price range of these hotels are quite high, ranging from 300USD to 1000USD per night or even above, based on the location and season. Mostly these hotels are located in major cities and tourist destinations (Jones, 2002). 
2.2.5.4 Hotel Classification by Market Segment  
Hotels can be classified according to the market segment, which targets its guest according to their specific needs and wants.
2.2.5.4.1 Convention Hotels 
Convention Hotels offers large meeting facilities for business travelers with many meeting rooms and ballrooms. These hotels are normally more than 500 rooms and have a large variety of restaurants and facilities. These hotels are mostly located near to other convention hotels or convention centers to cater to large conferences and exhibitions in the city (Walker & Walker, 2014). 


2.2.5.4.2 Resorts 
Resorts or resort hotels are located in remote and large areas surrounding by natural beauty. The architect and design of the resorts are according to the surrounding environment to create a theme. Resorts offer extensive food & beverage varieties with fine dining, and casual restaurants and rooms are spacious and luxurious to provide a relaxing environment for the guests. Previously resorts were mostly seasonal with a water park to attract guests in summer or ski resorts targeting guests in winter, but nowadays, most of the resorts operate the entire year. Resorts are located in a remote location where it’s difficult to travel frequently, making resorts a place for the families to spend their vacations and relax (Mill, 2007). 
2.2.5.4.3 Casino Hotels 
Casino hotels are different from other hotels as they make more money from gaming rather than rooms. Nowadays, casino hotels are trying to attract business and family travelers also, but gaming is strictly for adults only (Walker, 2017).
2.2.5.4.4 Vacation Ownership 
Vocational ownership, also called timeshare, are the residents, which can be bought by the individuals for a certain time period in a year. The residences or apartments are fully furnished (Barrows & Powers, 2009).
2.2.5.5 Other Hotel Classification
2.2.5.5.1 Airports Hotels 
Airport hotels are located near the airports providing accommodation for the traveler who missed their flights, layovers, or wanted to have a place to stay near the airport for the ease of traveling. These hotels also attract airline crew due to the advantage of being near to the airport (Barrows & Powers, 2009).
2.2.5.5.2 Motels 
Motels are located near the highways and attract travelers who are using automobiles. Motels have a large parking space. The service facilities in motels are limited. Motel room doors usually face the parking area to give easy access to the parking (Eilers, 2020).
2.2.5.5.3 Extended-Stay Hotels
Extended-stay hotels provide large rooms with a kitchen and living room separate from the bedroom and rooms equipped with a stove, microwave oven, and refrigerator. Food & beverage service might not be available or limited. The rooms rates are also less than other types of hotels. These hotels target guests who want to stay for an extended period (Walker, 2017).
2.2.5.5.4 Historic Conversion 
Some hotels are established in historic buildings after renovation and changes according to the modern-day needs and requirements. These hotels attract guests who like to visit and stay in historical places and enjoy the experience with modern-day facilities (Barrows & Powers, 2009).
2.2.5.5.5 Boutique Hotels
Boutique Hotels can be at any price and service-level, but the theme of the boutique hotels is different from the other properties. The interior design of these hotels is homey or postmodern style. Boutique hotels are small, with 25 to 150 rooms, but the level of the service they provide is extremely high (Khosravi, Malek & Ekiz, 2014). 
2.3 HOSPITALITY INDUSTRY AND COVID-19 PANDEMIC  
2.3.1 Covid-19 Outbreak 
Wuhan city, located in the Hubei province of Central China, witnesses the first covid-19 patient in December 2019, when a number of people showed symptoms of the pneumonia-like disease, but some of the patients start developing severe illness, which resulted in the deadly outcome (Cano, 2020).
One thing common among the patients was, they all had exposure to the Huanan Seafood Market, from where this unknown disease started and now spreading rapidly to the other parts of China.  Chinese Centre for Disease Control and Prevention able to identify the disease as coronavirus in the first week of January 2020 (Ahmed, 2020).
Initial, patients with this new disease had exposure to the seafood market, but now this disease was spreading among patients who never visited the market, increasing the fear among the doctors that disease has started spreading from human-to-human (Islam, Sobur & Rahman, 2020).
The virus spread like fire due to the increase of travel during Chinese New Year celebrations, and within few days, this disease starts spreading rapidly, affecting many cities in China and then other countries by the travelers who were traveling to other countries and from those who recently come back from China (Muhie, 2020).
To slow down the spread of the Covid-19 Chinese Government took extreme measures like lockdowns, roadblocks, business shutdowns, schools being closed, travel bans, shops were not allowed to open, and intercity travel was also banned. Chinese authorities closed the wet market also and, on 3rd January, informed the World Health Organization about the pandemic and shared the entire genome of the Covid-19 with World Health Organization on 10th January 2020. Chinese authorities also developed the testing kit for Covid-19 (Islam, Sobur & Rahman, 2020).
Covid-19 was spreading rapidly and affecting country after country; by the end of January, Covid-19 affected 27 countries. On 30th January, the World Health Organization declared the Covid-19 outbreak as a public health emergency (Ahmed, 2020).
On 11th February, the International Committee on Taxonomy of Viruses named this new virus as Covid-19, which means coronavirus disease-2019, and the World Health Organization declared that the Covid-19 would be the official name of the disease. International Committee on Taxonomy of Viruses able to recognize the disease as of the species of severe acute respiratory syndrome coronaviruses (Islam, Sobur & Rahman, 2020).
By 11th March 2020, Covid-19 had affected more than 80,000 people and a total of 3000 deaths in China; worldwide, the disease spread to 113 countries with more than 37,000 cases and 1130 deaths. The rapid spread of the disease increased the concerns of the World Health Organization, which decided to declare the outbreak as pandemic (Shim et al., 2020).
Coronaviruses found in various animal species like birds, cats, camels, bats, and cattle. There are four types of coronaviruses found in humans; out of the two is highly contagious, which are Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome Coronavirus (SARS-CoV) and the Middle East Respiratory Syndrome Coronavirus (MERS-CoV). These two diseases are much more fatal as the mortality rate of SARS-CoV is 10% and for MERS-CoV is 34.4% (Ahmed, 2020).
The outbreak of SARS-CoV was also started in China from the wet market in 2002. The disease started from Guangdong province and eventually spread to 37 countries, killing 774 people and affecting more than 8,000 worldwide (Islam, Sobur & Rahman, 2020). The virus was spread by a doctor treating patients infected with this disease and was staying in a hotel in Hong Kong; he infected 16 other foreign guests staying in the hotel, eventually spreading the disease to Canada, Singapore, Vietnam, and United States (Cano, 2020). On the other hand, MERS-CoV started in Middle-East in 2012 and by 2015 spread to 21 countries affecting 1,465 people and killing between 400 to 500. The origin of this virus was also animals; it started from camels (Ahmed, 2020).
Under a microscope, Covid-19 looks sphere shape with a fatty layer and has spikes like a crown on top, hence named corona “crown.” Covid-19 is genetically similar to SARS-CoV, therefore, also called SARS-CoV-2 (Muhie, 2020).
The origin of Covid-19 is believed to be zoonotic, more specifically bats, but till now, it has not been identified which animal caused the transmission of the disease between bats and humans. During the SARS-CoV, an intermediate animal was civet (Ahmed, 2020). Human-to-human transmission of Covid-19 is occurring through sneeze and cough, when infected patient’s respiratory droplets which are greater than 5 microns inhaled by another person, extended contact with Covid-19 carrier or having contact with the infected surface (Cano, 2020).
The incubation time of Covid-19 is between 2 to 14 days. Covid-19 is most contagious when the patient is symptomatic. Covid-19 is more contagious as compared to SARS-CoV and MERS-CoV but less mortality rate. Covid-19 is mostly affecting males with a median age of 59. The common symptoms of Covid-19 are fatigue, headache, dry cough, fever, shortness of breath, and anorexia (Muhie, 2020).
The first-time coronavirus appears in humans was in 1965, when Tyrell and Bynoe discover the first human coronavirus in a patient who had a common cold; they named it B814. When Tyrell study this virus under a microscope, he found that it resembles the previously discover bronchitis virus found in chicken in the 1930s, and both have a similar shape. The lifecycle of the coronavirus consists of four phases (i) entry and attachment, (ii) replicate protein expression, (iii) replication, and transcription (iv) assemble and release (Jahangir, Muheem & Rizvi, 2020).
Until now, the medical community has not been successful in finding the cure of the disease or have consensuses on a particular treatment of Covid-19. Doctors are more focused on reducing the spread of the disease by treating patients in isolation and using personal protective equipment (Ahmed, 2020).
Most Covid-19 patients do not show any symptoms or mild symptoms and do not require any treatment, but patients with severe symptoms will require treatment and intensive care. As for now, doctors are using different treatments like using ventilation, keeping fluid balance, and providing oxygen or drugs like hydroxychloroquine is being also used (Muhie, 2020).
According to World Health Organization recommendations, by taking some precautions, people can reduce the chances of getting infected from Covid-19 like regularly washing hands with soaps or using sanitizer, avoid touching face, maintaining a distance of at least 1 meter, using a face mask, and keeping home or workplace clean (Jahangir, Muheem & Rizvi, 2020).

2.3.2 [bookmark: _Hlk58855538]Impact of Covid-19 on Hospitality & Tourism Industry Globally 
Covid-19 has negatively affected all kinds of economic activities since its first case appeared in December 2019 in Wuhan, China (Ayittey et al., 2020). Despite all efforts of governments and organizations, this domestic infection became a global pandemic (Brooks et al., 2020). 
The scale and rapid spread of this pandemic caused a massive economic slowdown, business shutdown, and supply chain disruption worldwide, which never seen before (Celestin, 2020). The first half of 2020 has seen an economic decline of two-third in revenue as compared to the same period of 2019 (Karantzavelou, 2020). Covid-19 can cause a decline of 3% in the world economy and a 6.1% decline in developed countries, and the inflation rate will be 3% globally (Haryanto, 2020).
Tourism and hospitality are quite sensitive sectors to unwanted phenomena, like pandemics, terrorism, depressions, wars, and natural disaster. These factors greatly affect the growth of tourism and hospitality; mostly, these factors are unexpected and hard to predict and manage, which causes massive negative effects on hospitality and tourism. We have seen in the past that infectious diseases like swine flu, avian flu, and Ebola also affected tourism (Günay, Bayraktaroğlu & Özkul, 2020). Any economic downfall, pandemic, or natural disaster directly affect the tourism and hospitality industry; people start cutting their travel budget or avoid traveling to the affected destination (Bhutia, 2020). 
Covid-19 pandemic severely damages the tourism and hospitality industry all over the world. The halt of international and domestic travel forced hotels and other tourism sectors to shut down (Chinazzi et al., 2020). This kind of decline in the tourism and hospitality industry was only seen during World War I and World War II (Cao, et al., 2020). Due to the Covid-19 pandemic, 1.6 million jobs are lost in the hospitality industry and $2.4 billion in weekly salaries and cause a decline of 22% in tourism and could cause a decline of 60 to 80% in 2020 (Haryanto, 2020). Covid-19 pandemic has risk 50 million jobs in the tourism industry (World Economic Forum, 2020).

[bookmark: _Hlk58855545]Hotels around the world received requests to cancel or postpone the booking, which worth billions of dollars due to Covid-19, forcing hotels to close or limit their operations and layoff their staff (Oruonye & Ahmed, 2020).
The U.S has seen a significate decline in its hospitality industry, where hotels’ occupancy dropped 53%, and RevPAR dropped 32.5%. The events industry also has seen a decline where 72.6% of events have been canceled, and 27.4% are postponed (Rokou, 2020). 
The tourism industry in Europe is also going to face a severe blow to its tourism sector, and it is estimated that it could lose €1 billion per month due to the Covid-19 pandemic (United Nations World Tourism Organization, 2020). Tourist destinations, restaurants, bars, hotels, tourist’s attraction is being close all over Europe, and events have been canceled or postponed (Celestin, 2020). Italy is one the worst-hit country by Covid-19. Most of the Covid-19 cases in other European countries originated from Italy. Italian government implemented strict lockdowns all over the country, affecting the hospitality industry in those regions, which does not have significate Covid-19 cases (Casilli, 2020). Covid-19 greatly affected Italy’s hospitality industry, as 90% of hotels in Rome and 80% in Sicily closed to Covid-19 and estimated shows that Italy loses €200 million in the tourism sector only in the first quarter (Federazione Italiana del Turismo, 2020). Hungary hospitality sector witnesses a 40% to 50% cancellation in hotels due to Covid-19 (Oruonye & Ahmed, 2020).

[bookmark: _Hlk58855550]Turkey, which is the sixth most visited country in the world, is also affected by the pandemic. In 2019, Turkey welcomed 46 million visitors and generated $34.5 billion, but all went downhill when Turkey witness its first Covid-19 patient in March 2020, and widespread lockdowns start affecting its tourism industry, and 70% of hotel booking was canceled (Özdemir, 2020).  
Covid-19 also affected sports events, postponing major sports events like Euro Football Championship 2020 and Olympic Games to 2021 (Burrows, 2020). Covid-19 even affected cruise lines business; major companies stop their operations. Some cruise ships are even stuck at sea, as many countries deny their entry (Sloan, 2020). 
[bookmark: _Hlk58855556]The tourism and hospitality industry affected China and Chinese tourists, also as it was the first country to report Covid-19 cases. Today, China is one of the largest countries in terms of inbound and outbound tourism, and Chinese tourists spend billions of dollars traveling all over the world (Oruonye & Ahmed, 2020). The Chinese tourism industry generates CN¥ 5,128 billion, but Covid-19 affects the industry negatively, especially during peak season when millions of Chinese tourists were traveling to and from China. Chinese tourist accounts for 10% of international tourists. In 2019, China alone contributed $127.3 billion to the tourism industry (Hoque et al., 2020). Hilton hotels closed its 150 hotels in China during the pandemic, and as per the CEO of Hilton hotels Chris Nassetta, the company is expected to lose $25 million to $50 million in China (Miller, 2020). 
In Malaysia, Covid-19 led to the cancellation of 170,084 hotel rooms, causing a loss of RM68,190,364 only from January to March and by June loss of RM3.3 billion (Foo, Chin, Tan & Teng, 2020).

[bookmark: _Hlk58855565]Another famous Asian tourist destination India, could not save itself from Covid-19, where 55 million tourism-related jobs are at stake. The hospitality industry is likely to hit most, laying off its staff due to low occupancy in hotels. In 2019, the Indian tourism sector generated $194.3 billion from its domestic and international tourism, but the current situation creates many difficulties for the Indian tourism sector (Kumar and Rout, 2020).  
Covid-19 has affected tourism in Africa also but not to the level of other regions. The African tourism sector expected to grow 3% to 5% in 2020, but this pandemic has slowed the growth, and it expected that tourism in Africa would see negative growth (Celestin, 2020). 
2.4 Relevant Theoretical Model
The Health Belief Model is used in this research to describe the current situation of the Covid-19 pandemic. The reason for choosing this model is because it clearly explains the current preventive behavior of travelers, citizens, and governments. People are afraid of Covid-19 and stop or reduce their travel, keeping social distance, and not staying in hotels. This model further helps to explain the three independent variables of this study, which are fear of contagion, travel restrictions, and operational challenges, which affects the dependent variable, which is the UAE hospitality industry, because people are avoiding travel due to fear of the virus and hotels are losing business. 
The four paradigms of the Health Belief Model are perceived susceptibility, perceived severity, perceived benefits, perceived barriers, belief in personal health threat, and belief in the effectiveness of health behavior (Guidry et al., 2019).

[bookmark: _Hlk58855580]Perceived Susceptibility: When an individual understands the risk of a specific disease. In the case of this Covid-19, perceived susceptibility helps individuals to understand that the Covid-19 is a contagious disease spreading by coming in contact with an infected person, and it is spreading all over the world (Raamkumar, Tan & Wee, 2020).
Perceived Severity: When an individual understands the consequences of a disease. In the case of Covid-19, perceived severity helps understand the consequences of being infected by Covid-19 like self-isolation, admitted to a hospital, physical harm, psychological effects, or even death (Natarajan & Williams, 2020).
Perceived Benefits: When an individual realize there are benefits to prevent and manage the disease. In this case, perceived benefits, helps individuals to understand that keeping social distance, avoiding crowded places, washing hands, and avoiding coming in contact with an infected person will save an individual from getting infected by the Covid-19 (Jose et al., 2020).
Perceived Barriers: Realization and identification of potential barriers towards the health behavior change. In this case, perceived barriers could be hurdle for individuals like if the personal protective equipment are not available, individual still need to go to work because they cannot survive economically, students have to go to school because an internet or online education facilities are not available (Raamkumar, Tan & Wee, 2020).
These four paradigms lead an individual to develop a behavior, either considering it a threat or the effectiveness of health, making a decision to develop a health behavior. In the case of Covid-19, people start using personal protective equipment, avoiding crowded places, practice social distancing, hand washing, using hand sanitizers, temperature checks and various other measures (Natarajan & Williams, 2020).
2.5 Conceptual Framework
Conceptual framework act as a blueprint or foundation of the study. The conceptual framework act as a map or travel guide, which helps the researcher to follow a path from which a researcher should not deviate. The conceptual framework further helps the researcher to present his/her point of view about the study (Grant & Osanloo, 2014). The aspect of the research should be connected to the conceptual framework. When creating a conceptual framework, a researcher must have a proper understanding of the purpose, problem, significance, and objectives of the research (Adom, Hussein & Agyem, 2018). 
The benefit of using a conceptual framework is, it provides information about how the researcher approaching his/her research and which tools and procedures he/she is adopting. The conceptual framework helps the researcher to explain the problem in the simplest way and explains the importance of the study, and explains why the research is worth studying (Grant & Osanloo, 2014). The conceptual framework must resonate with other aspects of the research, like problem, survey, methodology, findings, and conclusion (Ravitch & Carl, 2016). 
The conceptual framework of the research is different from the theoretical framework because the conceptual framework is not adopted from a theory but rather created by the researcher to explain his/her point of view regarding the research topic and explains the relationship between the variables. The design of the conceptual framework is not accepted but act as a proposal to explain the research problem. It helps to develop a new theory which can be helpful in the field to explain the problem (Adom, Hussein & Agyem, 2018). 
The conceptual framework constructed for this study has three independent variables, which are fear of contagion, travel restriction, and operational challenges, and one dependent variable, which is the UAE hospitality industry.

H1: Fear of contagion is negatively affecting the hospitality industry of the UAE.
H2: Travel restrictions by governments is negatively affecting the hospitality industry of the UAE.
H3: Operational challenges are negatively affecting the hospitality industry of the UAE.

2.6.1 UAE Hospitality Industry
The United Arab Emirates, also known as UAE, is a country located in Middle-East. It borders with Saudi Arabia and Oman and maritime border with Iran and Qatar. UAE has seven states, which are Abu Dhabi, Dubai, Sharjah, Raʾs al-Khaymah, Al-Fujayrah, Umm al-Qaywayn, and Ajam. UAE capital is Abu Dhabi. The official language of UAE is Arabic, but due to a large number of expatriates, Hindi, Urdu, Tagalog, English are major spoken languages. Expatriates in UAE makes a large community which comprises of more than 200 nationalities. The official religion of the country is Islam, but other religions are also free to practice their faith and establish their places of worship, so many churches and temples can be found in UAE along with mosques. UAE is a desert country and has a hot climate temperature. In January, it can be around 18 Cº and can reach to 46 Cº in summer (UAE Government, 2020a).
Abu Dhabi is the largest state of UAE, and its capital is also Abu Dhabi, which serves both as the capital of Abu Dhabi and UAE. The land area of Abu Dhabi is 67,340 sq. km and a population of 2,908,173 in 2016. Abu Dhabi has more than 200 islands along the coastline (UAE Government, 2020b).
Dubai is the second largest state and the most famous state of UAE in the world, most people even mistakenly think of it as a country, but it is one of seven states of UAE. The land area of Dubai is 4,114sq. Km with a population of 3,355,900 in 2019. Dubai is famous for its high standard hotels, shopping malls, modern architecture, and entertainment (UAE Government, 2020c). 
Once Dubai was just a desert and small village of fishermen, established in 1833 by the tribe of Al Maktoum. Dubai starts progressing in the fishing and pearling industry, and traders from around the world used to come here for business. In 1966, first-time oil was discovered in Dubai, which attracted foreign investment, tourism, the shipping industry in the region. In 1985, the foundation of Emirates Airlines was laid, which is now one of the largest airlines in the world. Once known for its finishing sector, today is the home of more than 200 nationalities and the land of some of the tallest buildings in the world like Burj Khalifa, Gevora Hotel, JW Marriott Marquis Hotel, and The Marina Torch (Dubai Corporation of Tourism & Commerce Marketing, 2020).
Sharjah is the third-largest state of UAE. The land area of Sharjah is 2,590sq. Km and population of 1,171, 097 in 2012. Sharjah is also a tourist destination, especially famous for its cricket stadium hosting international cricket matches (UAE Government, 2020d).
Ras Al Khaimah is the fourth-largest state of UAE with 1684sq. Km and a population of 345,000. Ras Al Khaimah has many islands and a coastline of 65km at the Strait of Hormuz. Ras Al Khaimah has established itself in the industrial, tourism, and agriculture sector (Ras Al Khaimah Government, 2020). 
Fujairah is the fifth-largest state of UAE, with a land area of 1,450 sq. km. Fujairah is a mountain area and does not have a desert, and the climate is colder than the rest of the UAE (Fujairah Government, 2019). 
Umm Al Quwain is the sixth state of UAE and has a land area of 720 sq. km and a population of 73,000. The major export of the state is seafood (UAE Government, 2020e). 
Ajman is the seventh and smallest state of UAE, with a land area of 259 sq. km and a population of 373,000 (Ajman Tourism Development Dept, 2020). 
UAE population is about 9.6 million, and the workforce is 7.3 million (UAE Ministry of Economy, 2019). In 2019, the GDP of UAE was $421 billion (UAE Federal Competitiveness & Statistics Authority, 2020). In 2019, the inflation rate of the country was 3.1%, and unemployment of 2.35%. Country exports were $389.3 billion, and imports were $416 billion. 
In 2016, UAE Government held a meeting in Dubai to diversify the economy and shift it from oil to innovation, knowledge, foreign direct investment, privatization, and the tourism sector (UAE Government, 2020f). UAE economy has relied on its oil export for many years, but the decline of oil prices in recent years forced the UAE to invest in other economic sectors. UAE initiated “UAE Vision 2021,” according to which UAE has planned to develop world-class healthcare, sustainable environment and infrastructure, knowledge-based economy, first-rate education, safe public, and cohesive society (Patel, 2019). 
Abu Dhabi, which produces most of the oil in UAE, is now shifting its economy to tourism and planning to launch mega-projects to turn the oil state into a tourism destination. Since the 2015 oil price crash, the UAE Government is looking for alternatives to support its economy. Currently, oil contributes to 30% of UAE GDP, which the UAE government wants to reduce to 20% by 2021 (Turak, 2018).
The tourism sector of UAE attracts tourists around the world who visit the country to explore and enjoy. Tourists visit the UAE for various reasons like shopping, adventure, sports, culture, medical, educations, meeting, social events, entertainment, and marine tourism (Ministry of Economy, 2020). The tourism sector provided 745,000 jobs in the country and contributed 11.9% to the GDP in 2019 (Corder, 2020).

[bookmark: _Hlk58855597]Recently Abu Dhabi opened a Louvre Abu Dhabi Museum to attract tourists, which cost $1 billion. Through these initiatives, the UAE Government is expecting to attract 8.5 million tourists yearly. In 2017, Abu Dhabi saw a 10% increase in its hotel occupancy (Turak, 2018).
Recently Sharjah Commerce and Tourism Development Authority laid a road map to strengthen the development of the tourism industry in the state and develop solutions to solve the challenges the tourism industry is facing (Corder, 2020).
Ras Al Khaimah, which is the state of UAE, is promoting adventure, sports, and recreational tourism in the state, offering RAK Sailing Academy, Iceland Water Park, desert safari, Bassata Desert Village, Bedouin Oasis Desert Camp, Al Hamra Golf Club, Banyan Tree Al Wadi Archery Range, RAK Tennis Association, RAK Zoo, Khatt Springs. Ras Al Khaimah has many 5-star hotels and restaurants; major brands like Hilton, Waldorf, Rixos, and Rotana operate their hotel in the state (Ras Al Khaimah Government, 2020).
UAE workforce is 7.3 million, and 5.4% works in the hospitality industry in UAE, which means the hospitality industry employs around 394,000 people (UAE Federal Competitiveness and Statistics Authority, 2020). There are currently 219 hotels under construction in the UAE, which will contribute 65,876 additional rooms to inventory (Top Hotel Projects, 2020). In 2019, the hospitality industry contributed $9.1 billion to the country’s GDP, and compensation to employees in the hospitality industry was $4.87 billion (UAE Federal Competitiveness & Statistics Authority, 2020).

[bookmark: _Hlk58855603]In November 2013, UAE was selected to host Expo 2020, which was due to be held from October 20, 2020, to April 10, 2021, but due to Covid-19 re-scheduled to October 1, 2021, to March 31, 2022. It is going to be held in Dubai, where 192 countries are going to participate in it. The theme of the Expo 2020 is “Connecting Minds, Creating the Future” (Expo 2020, 2020). The site has been ready to host the event; it will promote the UAE tourism and hospitality industry. UAE hospitality industry is expecting to host 25 million guests. The UAE established a 1000-acre site for the event between Dubai and Abu Dhabi. The UAE government plans to use 80% of infrastructure in the future as a commercial and residential area (Page, 2020).

[bookmark: _Hlk58855610]Recently agreement to normalize the relationship between UAE and Israel has a greater impact on the region. Both countries want to work together in the fields of business, technology, and tourism. The UAE has already started the direct flights between Israel and UAE, and diplomatic ties have been established. Both countries were trying to reach an agreement for many years, and in 2015 Abu Dhabi, a diplomatic office, was also opened by Israel (Cook, 2020). 
The agreement can positively impact the tourism and hospitality industry in both countries. Tourism experts believe that up to 1.25 million tourists will travel between both countries in the upcoming years. In the initial stages, 500,000 tourists from Israel could visit UAE. The currency rate conversion between the two counties is almost the same, which can be great for UAE to attract Israeli tourists in the country. The process can take up to 3 to 4 months, but once it starts it will be the biggest market for the UAE hospitality industry opened in the last ten years (Abbas, 2020).  
Hotels in Abu Dhabi are preparing to welcome the Israeli tourists, and recently Abu Dhabi Department of Culture and Tourism and the Emirates Agency for Kosher Certification signed an agreement to serve Kosher food in the Abu Dhabi hotels. Hotels in Dubai also starts serving Kosher food (Corder, 2020). Kosher is a Hebrew term for the dietary standard for the followers of the Jewish religion (Hill, 2019).

[bookmark: _Hlk58855618]UAE hospitality received a severe blow from the Covid-19 pandemic. UAE Government was expecting to attract 20 million tourists in 2020, but due to Covid-19, the government has to implement the lockdown and stop issuing the tourists visas in March, which completely halt the tourism industry, and UAE hotels were almost empty. Many hotels were closed for two months, and there was no tourism in the country from March to July. Hotels tried to attract local guests during the pandemic, but it could not support the industry as the local population is very small portion of the UAE population, and many people who lost the jobs went back to their country (Feilder, 2020). 
Dubai Municipality checks the compliance of properties to the Covid-19 measures and has inspected 1,228 venues; the compliance rate in Dubai is 89%, but there are many violations also as Dubai Municipality fined eight restaurants and 133 cafes (Hotelier Middle East, 2020c).
Covid-19, one side affected the business of the hospitality industry, and on the other side, damage the valuation of the hotels also quite difficult. Hotels use key performance indicators like occupancy rate, RevPAR, ADR, revenue, and cost to determine the value of the hotel, but due to the current pandemic, the hotel business has been severely affected and effected the KPIs, which are now irrelevant due to outdated, unavailable or unreliable. It can be challenging for those looking to buy or sell their properties (Corder, 2020a).
Dubai, Abu Dhabi, and Sharjah launched their hygiene stamp for the tourism and hospitality industry, and the aim of the stamp is to increase the confidence of the guests and tourists and check the precautions and check health and safety measures taken by the establishments and their compliance with tourism authority. This is to ensure that the hotels are taking all measures to protect the health and safety of the guests (Hotelier Middle East, 2020a). Dubai Tourism Department has awarded the hygiene stamp to 90% of hotels of the state. To get this, stamp hotels need to go through an inspection by the tourism department and need to get after every two weeks with new inspections (Hotelier Middle East, 2020b).
In August 2020, the government allowed to resume events and concerts with proper health and safety measures. According to government instruction, there must be a 2-meter distance between seating and the venue must be sanitized every 30 mins, and the attendees and staff must wear masks (Corder, 2020b).
RevPAR (Revenue per Available Room) is a common term used in hotels to calculate the revenue of the hotel and one of the key performance indicators. It is calculated by dividing the total number of rooms in the hotel by the total revenue of the hotel (Barrows & Powers, 2009).
The below graph shows the performance of hotels in 2020. Due to the pandemic, the RevPAR of this year is very low, especially starting from March when the pandemic was at the peak, and the lockdown was implemented. In July, RevPAR starts picking up when the UAE Government lift the lockdown, and international tourists were allowed to come to UAE. Looking at the number the performance of the hotel is quite bad this year and comparing it will last 5 years it will be the worst year for the hospitality industry of the country.

[bookmark: _Hlk58855623]In terms of the occupancy rate, also hotels did not perform well, and this year is one of the slowest years. This is due to the lockdown and travel restrictions by the UAE Government and by other countries, which lead to the decline of tourism globally, and hotels could not host many guests. Between March to July, hotels operated with only 30% to 40% occupancy.

[bookmark: _Hlk58855633]UAE Government must take the measures to normalize the situation of the hospitality industry because one of the largest contributors to the economy and provide hundreds of thousands of jobs in the country not only to the UAE national but people coming from different countries. 
2.6.2 Fear of Contagion 
Humans have faced many pandemics in history, but recent advancements in transportation, an increase of travel, and globalization, which helped pandemics to reach farther and spread faster in the world, creating global pandemics (Ornell, Schuch, Sordi & Kessler, 2020). 
Fear is a primitive feeling all humans have and arises when they face any danger or threat. Fear is a natural response toward any threat; when humans face any threat, their body responds by increasing the pulse, acceleration of the breathing, muscle stiffness, and body prepare itself to respond to the danger (Dozois & Rnic, 2019). Fear is a biological process and important for survival and work as a defensive mechanism against threats (Ornell, Schuch, Sordi & Kessler, 2020).
[bookmark: _Hlk58855642]Contagious diseases come under the category of infectious diseases; these diseases can be transmitted easily by physical contact, coming in contact with any object touch by infected person and secretion. There are many kinds of contagious diseases like Pneumonia, Influenza, Diarrhea, Ebola, Norovirus, and many more (Linkon et al., 2015), but the most common in the current situation is Coronaviruses, more specifically SARS-CoV-2, known as Covid-19 (Muhie, 2020).
Covid-19 is threatening people’s mental and physical condition as well as their lives. It is increasing stress, anxiety, and depression (Bakioğlu & Korkmaz, 2020). False claims and disinformation regarding the death rate, the spread of the virus, its lifespan, and remedies caused even more fear and created panic among people all over the world (Ornell, Schuch, Sordi & Kessler, 2020).
Countries took different measures and precautions to stop or limit the spread of Covid-19, which caused stress and panic among the people. This panic and stress caused people to stock goods and start buying guns in many countries to protect themselves from possible theft and looting (Bakioğlu & Korkmaz, 2020). Many governments asked citizens to practice social distance, quarantine, and isolation. These steps created fear and stress among people all over the world; a study in Canada reports that one-third of respondents are worried due to this crisis, and a study in Germany reports that most Germans are also worried; similarly, a study in the USA finds 56% Americans are worried due to this pandemic (Pakpour and Griffiths, 2020). 
Shut down and closing of schools, businesses, workplaces, social gatherings, and isolations increased stress, panic, and depression among citizens and patients of Covid-19. The fear among Covid-19 patients is even higher. The fear of death created a sense of helplessness, loneliness, and abandonment among patients (Ornell, Schuch, Sordi & Kessler, 2020). 
During this pandemic, a new term “social distance” has entered into the common language throughout the world (Celestin, 2020). Centers for Disease Control and Prevention describe social distancing as reducing the number of contacts and closeness to others, avoiding mass gatherings, and keeping physical distance to reduce the risk of disease transmission (Agusi, Ijoma, Ijoma & Meseko, 2020). The Covid-19 virus cannot be seen, and the medical community is yet to come up with the vaccine to counter the Covid-19; till then, the best solution to keep oneself safe from Covid-19 is to keep the social distant; it is very important to break the chain of Covid-19 to stop its further spread (Ibrahim, 2020). 
UAE government has implemented measures that must follow by the citizens during this crisis. The citizens who show mild symptoms or are asymptomatic, allowed to quarantine at homes if there is no other person with a high-risk of Covid-19. The patient house members must follow the proper precautions, and the house must be properly equipped with a separate bathroom, phone/mobile, and thermometer for the patient. The test report will be sent to the patient via SMS, and once the report is negative, the patient must complete the fourteen-day quarantine after the result. In case the result is positive, the patient is contacted by telephone call, and the patient health and home quarantine measures are inquired; and in case of unstable or unsuitable home quarantine, the case will refer to the hospital, and start the preparation for the patient transfer (Dubai Covid-19 Command and Control Center, 2020).

2.6.3 [bookmark: _Hlk58855655]Travel Restrictions 
World Health Organization declared an emergency on 30 January 2020; in response to Covid-19 spread, by that time, 11 countries had already implemented the travel restrictions, mostly to and from China or infected countries. This number increased to 56 countries by 24 February 2020, to 86 countries on 11 March 2020, and by 20 April 2020, the total number of countries and territories implemented travel restriction reached 217. The entire world witness lockdowns and travel restrictions, never seen before in history. Countries closed their borders and stop their air travel (World Tourism Organization, 2020). 
On 22 January 2020, North Korea became the first country to implement a lockdown banning all tourists from entering the country (Günay, Bayraktaroğlu & Özkul, 2020). China was the second country to implement the lockdown in Wuhan on 23 January 2020, forcing 11 million people to stay at homes or limit the movement, schools, public offices, universities, public offices, shopping malls, etc. (Liew, 2020). On 24 January 2020, China government extended the travel restriction to 13 cities restraining 35 million citizens from traveling, soon other countries start implementing lockdowns, cancelling flights to China, banning public gatherings, installing thermal cameras, and screening passengers (Günay, Bayraktaroğlu & Özkul, 2020).
The rapid spread of Covid-19 globally forced governments to implement travel restrictions. Most countries restricted their borders and international flights and asked citizens to travel only if it is necessary or in emergency situations, which resulted in the massive shutdown of air, land, and sea transportation (Günay, Bayraktaroğlu & Özkul, 2020). 
Most countries suspended religious activities, blocked roads, and imposed curfews and lockdowns (Jashaami, 2019). Countries banned non-essential traveling, suspended tourist visas, and closed airports. During the travel ban, most airlines were flying their aircraft almost empty and forcing other airlines to fully or partially suspend operations (Oruonye & Ahmed, 2020). 
In the early stages of the pandemic, there were two types of travel restrictions, but once Covid-19 was declared as an emergency, two more types of travel restriction were enforced, which were partial or full suspension of flights, full or partial border shutdowns, travel restriction for specific destinations, and other measures. There were 63 countries that shutdown their international flights, 39 countries closed their border, and 16 countries implemented other measures (World Tourism Organization, 2020).
The first victim of the intensive lockdowns and travel bans was the airline industry, and the second was the hospitality industry worldwide, and hotels start witnessing a decline in their occupancy (Liew, 2020). Travel restrictions immediately affected all sectors of the tourism industry, including hotels, restaurants, events, transport, and recreational activities (Kumar & Rout, 2020). The tourism industry was most affected due to travel restriction as it is a social activity, and the potential to bring any infectious disease to different regions, countries, and continents is extremely high, especially the airline industry (Özdemir & Yildiz, 2020). 
Many airline and cruise ship passengers requested to cancel their trips or change destinations (Celestin, 2020). Many airlines and cruise ships cancelled their trips, affecting their revenue (Hoque et al., 2020). According to some estimates, the airline industry could lose USD314 billion due to crises. The travel restrictions also damage sea transportation, which is responsible for 80% of the trade of the world, disrupting the supply chain worldwide; many countries refused ships to dock or ask passengers to quarantine in ships (Haryanto, 2020). 
[bookmark: _Hlk53708990]On 26 March 2020, the UAE Government implemented a full lockdown in Dubai and partial lockdown in other states. On 30 May, Dubai also changed to partial lockdown, and a nationwide lockdown was from 11:00 pm to 06:00 am. UAE Government starts imposing fines for the violations of travel restriction; citizens were asked to travel in an emergency or only due to necessity. People are required to apply for online permits to go out and wear masks; otherwise, they will be fined. The government suspended all prayers in mosques. Drive through Covid-19 test facilities were created, and the government announced free Covid-19 tests for all those who show symptoms, both citizens and residents (UAE Federal Competitiveness and Statistics Authority, 2020). 
Tourists were allowed to enter Dubai since July 2020, but strict measures were taken at the airport, and an advisory was released for the passengers coming to Dubai. Passengers are required to go through the Covid-19 test in the last 96 hours and bring the report when entering Dubai. Passengers are required to maintain a social distance. Any passenger showing Covid-19 symptoms are required to stay at home, and only those individuals who hold valid ticket are allowed in the airport. Dubai airport installs sanitizers, and thermal screening and masks are mandatory for the passengers and staff (Dubai Airports, 2020). 
The CEO of Dubai Airports inform that the number of passengers coming to Dubai International Airport decrease 19.8% due to Covid-19. He further said that the practice of social distance has heavily damaged the travel and tourism industry (Turak, 2020).
All commercial flights at Abu Dhabi airport suspended since March 2020, and only humanitarian and cargo flights are operational. Airport staff tested for the Covid-19, and disinfection is done every few hours (Abu Dhabi Airports, 2020). 
2.6.4 Operational Challenges 
Covid-19 has created numerous challenges for the hospitality industry of the UAE. During this pandemic, hotels are facing challenges like government SOPs, staff shortage, change of supplier, and hiring issues. 
The hospitality industry is facing visa process issues also as the UAE Government has stopped issuing work visas since March (Skaf, 2020). It is expected UAE job market could lose 900,000 jobs due to Covid-19, and the hospitality industry could be the largest affected industry. The expatriate could be the biggest victim of the crisis because once any foreigner resigns or loss the job, he has to leave the country within 28 days or get a new visa (Maceda, 2020). Most of the hotels are not hiring staff anymore due to the low occupancy and financial losses, but after the lockdown is lifted, some hotels are now started their operations, but they can hire staff only from UAE, which is not easy as most of the population is foreign. The severe impact on the industry has left many jobless (Nair, 2020). In October, the government allowed work visas for specific fields, but as most hotel jobs come under unskilled jobs. Most of the hotels are unable to apply for work visas for the staff or new hire. This can impact the daily operations of the hotels and can affect the quality of the service also.   
According to some estimates, the hotel industry could lose 30% of jobs due to the pandemic (Fattah, 2020). This could be very costly for the industry, both in terms of the manpower and cost of hiring. UAE workforce mostly comprises of foreign national, and whenever a hotel hires an employee, it bears the visa fee and air ticket of the employees, which could be very costly to hire and bring those employees back to UAE, it will be time-consuming also, creating an extra burden on the human resources department of the hotels. 
Many hotels are sending the staff on unpaid leave or asking them to use all of their vacations. Some hotels have closed some floors to cut the utility and labor costs. Hotels have suspended their capital expenditures and changed their food & beverage suppliers like buying more affordable meat from brazil instead of the expensive US or Australian meat to survive the current pandemic. Hotels are focusing more on housekeeping to reduce the risk of the Covid-19, which increases the cost and very labor-intensive job, creating more operational challenges for the hotels (Nair, 2020).
Major hotel chains like Marriott, Hilton Four Seasons, and Accor launched their new guidelines for hygiene, cleanliness, and safety programs to counter the risk of Covid-19 in their properties and protect the guests and employees (Holtham, 2020). 
Many hotels had to create videos and other promotional materials showing the hygiene and safety measures to attract guests. Many hotels trying to attract locals by offering staycation and reducing the room rates (Nair, 2020).
There are many SOPs implemented by the UAE government, which hotels must follow. These SOPs created extra work and cost for the hotels. Hotels staff and guests must wear face masks, and temperature check is mandatory when entering the property. Staff meeting should not be held, and staff must practice social distancing. Proper disinfection must be performed in the property. Only those guests should be allowed who made online payments. Hotels are not allowed to open bar, prayer room, and spas are not allowed to open till further notice. Hotels must provide online check-ins if possible (Dubai Tourism, 2020). 


Chapter III: Research Methodology
3.1 Introduction 
This chapter explains the research methodology of the study. It explains how this research will be conducted. Further, this study will explain the research design, various tools, and sampling methods used in this research. This chapter will also explain who will be the participants of this study and what is the criteria for their inclusion. The survey questionnaire and data collection and different kinds of data analysis are also explained in this chapter. 
3.2 Research Design
The research design will explain how the data collection and analysis will be done to achieve the research objectives (Zikmund, Babin & Carr et al., 2013). A descriptive study explains the phenomenon of the study and describes the relationship between the variables (Bougie & Sekaran, 2019). This research is a quantitative-based descriptive correlation design that determines the relationship between independent variables, which are Fear of Contagion, Travel Restriction, Operational Challenges, and dependent variable, which is the UAE Hospitality Industry. This is descriptive research, and an online survey questionnaire will be used to collect data and information, which will be analyzed by using SPSS 26.  
3.3 Measuring Instrument
Information gathering will be done through a survey questionnaire; for this study online survey tool “Google Form” will be used, and survey forms will be distributed through LinkedIn. The survey questionnaire is a very important part of the research, which will help to measure the responses of participants and will help to draw conclusions of this study. The survey questionnaire will be created as simple as possible, so participants can understand and fill the survey form without any confusion and can be easily analyzed. If the questionnaire is difficult, it will difficult to understand and will not attract participants to fill it, and results will be incomplete or unreliable, or untrustworthy. The length of the survey questionnaire should not be lengthy; otherwise, participants will lose their interest. Google form is a free online survey tool that is easy and efficient. Google form is user friendly and easy to create the survey form and easy to fill. The survey form can be sent through emails or through any social media by sending the link to the survey form. It will help to reach the maximum number of participants in minimum time, and it is easy to use interface will help to get responses in a much faster time. The survey questionnaire will be connected to the variables and to the research hypothesis.
3.4 Factor Analysis
Factor analysis is used to deduce the number of factors from a number of variables (Hair et al., 2018). Keiser-Meyer-Olkin and Bartlett’s Test of Sphericity will be used to check if the data is relevant and usable for the study. Kaiser-MeyerOlkin and Bartlett’s Test of Sphericity will be used for the sample adequacy measurement, which magnitude change from 0 to 1 and higher value shows more precision.

Demographics will collect information regarding the quantifiable statistics of the participants. Demographic information will comprise of participant's characteristics data. Demographic information of this study will include gender, age, education, designation, region, and hotel group. IBM SPSS 26.0 will be used to analyze demographic information. It can be further use for the generalization of the targeted population. 
3.7 Hypothesis Testing
3.7.1 Multiple Regression Analysis
Multiple linear regression is a statistical technique; it is also known as multiple linear regression. Multiple linear regression is similar to the simple regression analysis, but it is used to show the relationship between the dependent variable and two or more independent variables (Sekaran & Bougie, 2016). If the coefficient has a higher value, it means a variable has a strong influence; any value higher than 0.05 shows that the variables are not reliable. 
In this research, multiple linear regression will be used to identify the relationship between the independent variable of Fear of Contagion, Travel Restriction, and Operational Challenges on the dependent variable UAE Hospitality Industry. 
3.7.1.1 Beta Coefficient
For multiple regression analyses, the beta coefficient will help to measure the strength between the independent variable and dependent variables. The more the Beta Coefficient is near to the one stronger, the influence of the independent variable will be on the dependent variable (Sekaran & Bougie, 2016).
3.8 Study Population, Unit of Analysis, Sample Selection and Sampling Techniques
This research covers only the impact on the hospitality industry and does not cover the customer behavior or their intentions to stay in hotels, so the participant of this will be the hotel staff who can provide valuable information about the impact of Covid-19 on the hospitality industry of UAE. The sample size of the population of this study is calculated from the Raosoft website, which helps to calculate the sample size. For this study, the sample size of 384 hotel staff in the UAE will be sampled (Raosoft.com, 2020). The sample size which 384, is calculated by the Raosoft from the population of 398,000 hospitality employees working in the UAE. This study will collect data from the interested participants, which will be the population of this study, and sample collection will be selected randomly.

[bookmark: _Hlk58855704]The sampling method of this study will be a non-probability sampling method. The non-probability method is cost-effective and time-effective. More specifically, snowballing and purposive sampling will be used, which are types of non-probability sampling.  Purposive sampling will be used as this research is going to study the impact of Covid-19 on the hotel, so the hotel staff will be included in the study as they link to the purpose of the study. While the snowballing technique will reach a larger population as managers, colleagues, and hotel staff sent the questionnaire to more people working in the industry. 
3.9 Data Collection and Data Analysis Methods
Data analysis process carried out to inspect and retrieve information that can be used in the decision making and conclusion of the study. SPSS 26 is used for the descriptive analysis, like graphs, frequencies, means, percentages, standard deviation, and cross-tabulations, to measure the relationship between different variables, cross-tabulation will be used. This study will use the primary data collection method, and a questionnaire will be distributed to participants and later analyze by the IMB SPSS 26.
3.9.1 Questionnaire Design
The questionnaire of this study includes 26 questions, out of which 6 questions are related to demographic and 20 related to the variables and research objectives. This questionnaire includes only closed-ended questions to get precise responses from the participants.  
Likert scale methods have been used in this study get the responses from the participants; this method is used due to the simplicity and precise response. 
Likert scale from a scale of 1 to 5 is used in 20 questions to get the response of participants about how strong they agree or disagree with the statement. 
The questionnaire is divided into six sections. Section A is related to demographic questions. Section B is related to the independent variable “Fear of Contagion.” Section C is related to the independent variable “Travel Restrictions.” Sections D is related to the independent variable “Operational Challenges.” Section E is related to the dependent variable “UAE hospitality industry” and research objective “To estimate the financial loss in the hospitality industry of the UAE.” Section F is related to the dependent variable “UAE hospitality industry” and to the research objective “to identify the measures taken by the UAE hospitality industry during this crisis.” Refer to Appendix G for the survey questionnaire. 
3.10 Ethical Consideration
This study fully complies with research ethics and practices. While collecting data from participants, the intent of collecting data was informed to them, and the introduction was given, so participants know who is conducting data collection and why, to ensure privacy and anonymity, the questionnaire did not require names, mobile numbers, or any other contact details, which can lead to the participants. Participants must not feel any compulsion to participate in the study and feel free to participate by their own choice. During this research, there must not be any harm to the participants of this study, and their private data must be protected; further anonymity of the participants is ensured. All the data was protected and not misused. Data should not be misinterpreted and distorted. Any information collected from other sources or writers must be cited, and proper references are provided.  









Chapter IV: Research Findings and Discussion
4.1 Introduction 
In this chapter, information analysis and interpretation will be done and will provide the result of data collection, which was collected through a questionnaire. The data is analyzed by statistic software named IBM SPSS 26.0, to display the demographic and statistical information graphs and charts are used. 
4.2 Pilot Test 
The total sample size of the study is 384 participants. The pilot test is normally conducted on 10% of the total participants. In this study, the 40 respondents are used as pilot tests. The pilot test was conducted before the total data collection; it includes reliability test and factor analysis, more details in Appendix A.

Based on figure 19, majority of the respondents are male which consist of 63.10% of overall respondents totalling 205 respondents out of 325 respondents, while female respondents are 36.90% of the overall sample size which comprised of 120 respondents.

Table 19 above shows the value of Bartlett’s Test of Sphericity which is 0.00, which is less than the maximum value of 0.05, shows that there is a correlation between variables. 
According to Table 20, which is the communalities table, the extraction value for each variable is 0.5 or above. The values range from 0.556 to 0.802, which show that the variables are accepted. 
4.5 Reliability Test 
In order to complete the factor analysis, the reliability test must be conducted on the independent and dependent variables. Reliability tests help to check the internal consistency, it shows the same situation shows the same outcome (Sekaran and Bougie, 2016). In this study, there are 4 variables, 3 independent and 1 dependent variable. The Cronbach’s Alpha Values tested for the 20 items, and the value is 0.856. Table 21 shows the Cronbach Alpha value of 20 items, which is 0.856. The value is acceptable and reliable and shows “Good” reliability level, and the study can proceed.

Table 25 shows the Coefficients results of independent and dependent variables and significance of all independent variables, which are Fear of Contagion, Travel Restriction, Operational Challenges and dependent variable, which is the UAE Hospitality Industry. 
According to Table 25, Fear of Contagion has statistical significance with a p-value of 0.000 and t-value of 7.807, which means Fear of Contagion has positive strength of 78%. The value of Beta of Fear of Contagion is 0.362, which means that improvement in every single unit of Fear of Contagion impact on UAE Hospitality Industry will increase 0.362. It also shows that Fear of Contagion has a positive relationship with UAE Hospitality Industry. 
In Table 25, Travel Restriction has statistical significance with a p-value of 0.000 and t-value of 7.235, which means Travel Restriction has positive strength of 72%. The value of Beta of Travel Restriction is 0.237, which means that improvement in every single unit of Travel Restriction impact on UAE Hospitality Industry will increase 0.237. It also shows that Travel Restriction has a positive relationship with UAE Hospitality Industry. 
According to Table 25, Operational Challenges has statistical significance with a p-value of 0.000 and t-value of 6.909, which means Operational Challenges has positive strength of 69%. The value of Beta of Operational Challenges is 0.135, which means that improvement in every single unit of Operational Challenges impact on UAE Hospitality Industry will increase 0.135. It also shows that Operational Challenges has a positive relationship with UAE Hospitality Industry. 
In conclusion, all 3 independent variables of this study are accepted and have a significant and positive relationship with the dependent variable. All the variable fit in regression model strongly. The summary of the variables is:

Y = 0.420 SI + 0.282 PP + 0.187 VA – 0.628
Y = UAE Hospitality Industry 
SI = Fear of Contagion 
PP = Travel Restriction 
VA = Operational Challenges 
4.6.2 Correlations 
Correlation helps to describe the relationship between independent variables and dependent variables. Pearson correlation is used to describe the relationship between the variables. Relationship between 2 quantitative variables can be measured by it. Below Table 26 show scale and interpretation of the correlation results.

It also shows that the Pearson Correlation value is more than 0.5, which describe that the Operational Challenges has a high impact on the UAE Hospitality Industry and staff and hotel management are facing difficulties to run their operations and due to government SOPs, and increase cost, social distancing and other operational difficulties. 
4.7 Discussion on Findings 
The pilot test with 40 respondents was conducted for this study, and all 20 items related to 3 independent variables and 1 dependent variable met the requirement during the reliability test and factor analysis. After the pilot test, the data collection was continued, during which 325 responses were collected out of 384, which was the targeted sample size. All 20 items met the requirement for the hypothesis testing. 
According to the multiple regression analysis of independent, which are Fear of Contagion, Travel Restrictions, Operational Challenges and dependent variables, which is the UAE Hospitality Industry shows a strong relationship with each other. 
Based on the multiple regression analysis Fear of Contagion has a strong relationship with the UAE Hospitality Industry as people are afraid of Covid-19 they not travelling and preferring to stay at home. People are afraid because still there is no treatment of the infection, and Covid-19 proved to be deadly among many people; this led to less occupancy in the hotels of UAE. 
According to the multiple regression analysis, Travel Restrictions has a strong relationship with the UAE Hospitality Industry. Many governments and countries have imposed travel bans and lockdowns, which limits the domestic and international travel. The UAE Government also implemented the travel restrictions and lockdowns, which led to the decline of inbound tourism in the UAE and directly impacted the UAE hospitality industry UAE 
According to the multiple regression analysis, Operational Challenges has a strong relationship with the UAE Hospitality Industry. Covid-19 has increased the tasks and challenges of the UAE Hospitality Industry, as hotels need to disinfect, follow government SOPs, maintaining social distancing, staff Covid-19 tests, and supply chain disruption etc. which increase the cost of the operations and created extra workload for the UAE Hospitality Industry. 
4.8 Summary of Hypothesis Results 
According to the Correlation and Multiple Regression Analysis, there is statistical significance in all 3 independent variables; therefore, all H1, H2, H3 are acceptable.

5.1 Introduction 
This chapter will discuss the result of chapter 4 and provide a conclusion of this study. It will also discuss the limitation of the study and will provide recommendations; at last, this chapter will provide personal reflection. 
5.2 Findings and Conclusion 
The purpose of this research is to identify how Covid-19 impacted the hospitality industry. This study identifies three major factors that impacted the hospitality industry of UAE caused by Covid-19, which are Fear of Contagion, Travel Restrictions, and Operational Challenges. A questionnaire distributed to hotel employees working in UAE and data collection was done to test 3 hypotheses. 
Statistical analysis showed that there is a positive and significant relationship between 3 independent variables, which are Fear of Contagion, Travel Restrictions and Operational Challenges and the dependent variable, which is the UAE Hospitality Industry. The R-value of this research is .756, which indicate that 75.6% respondents believe that impact on the UAE Hospitality Industry is affected by the three factors which are Fear of Contagion, Travel Restrictions, and Operational Challenges. Findings and analysis indicate that there is a significant and positive relationship between the dependent variable and three independent variables. 
Hypotheses 1 (H1): Fear of Contagion is negatively affecting the hospitality industry of the UAE
Fear of Contagion has the highest Beta value which is 0.362, that indicates UAE Hospitality Industry is most affected by the Fear of Contagion, as more and more people are afraid of the infection and are not travelling. The trend will last till there is enough vaccination done, and people again feel safe to travel. 
Hypotheses 2 (H2): Travel Restrictions by governments is negatively affecting the hospitality industry of the UAE
Travel Restrictions has second-highest Beta value which is 0.237, which indicates due to government travel restrictions and lockdowns, people are unable to travel freely, especially international travel, which negatively affected the hospitality industry of UAE. Hotels are not able to welcome many guests, which is affecting the occupancy rates and revenue. 
Hypotheses 3 (H3): Operational Challenges are negatively affecting the hospitality industry of the UAE
Operational Challenges has the third-highest Beta value, which is 0.135, which indicates that the operational challenges affected the hospitality industry of the UAE. These operational challenges arise from government SOPs, staff medical tests, hotel disinfection, supply chain disruption, temporary closer to restaurants and rooms to contain the spread of Covid-19 and overcome staff shortage. 
In conclusion, all three hypotheses support the study based on statistical analysis. 
5.3 Recommendations 
1. UAE Government must support the hospitality industry. UAE Government can reduce or exempt taxes and other fees for the hotels. It will help hotels to run the business and survive this pandemic.  
2. UAE Government should ease travel restrictions by maintaining precautions. UAE Government should make traveling procedure easy. The documentation must be done, but the procedure must be simple to fast to attract guests and tourists. 
3. UAE Government should make the vaccine available as soon as possible for travelers. UAE is a rich country and can invest in procurement of Covid-19 vaccine, as UAE national population is just 3 million and 6.5 million are expatriates and each year, more than 20 million tourist visits UAE. UAE Government can vaccinate tourists also. It will help the UAE to attract tourist and will create goodwill for the destination. 
4. The hospitality industry should increase marketing efforts. The hotels must put extra efforts to attract guests. Hotels need to create videos and add information regarding the precaution measure so that guests can feel safe. Information and videos can include staff wearing masks, disinfection procedure, certifications from UAE Government etc. 
5. Hotels should be flexible with booking conditions and cancellation rules. The Covid-19 pandemic is not slowing down, and government and countries are changing their policies on a weekly and monthly basis, which makes it difficult for tourists to plan their visit and if they have to spend extra money because off change in policies and later have to pay for the cancellation or reschedule of their hotel bookings, it will refrain guests from making reservations. Flexible booking conditions and not charging for cancellation will help to attract more guests. 
6. Adopt preventative measures for guests and staff. Hotels must use the latest technology to disinfect the property, detect Covid-19, and implement cash-less payment. Hotels can maximize cash-less payment to avoid the spread of potential infection. Hotels can install temperature check device to avoid potential Covid-19 guest in the hotel, now new methods and technologies are coming which can detect Covid-19 in minutes, hotels can have those devices to detect possible spread in the hotel. Hotels should also reduce the paper bill and move to electronic bills for the rooms and restaurant bills, to avoid contact. Hotels can also fix glass or plastic panels at the front desk to avoid contact, as receptions are most crowded and have maximum contact. Hotels also need to buy good disinfectants which are easy to use and can kill Covid-19 virus to maintain maximum protection.    
7. Hotels should focus on maintenance efforts. During this pandemic some hotels have closed their operation or temporarily closed some outlets or rooms, this is the time when hotels can focus on their renovation and other maintenance services, once the Covid-19 is limited tourism will return, and hotels will see a rise in occupancy level, by renovation and maintenance hotels can present themselves better position above those properties which did not do that.   
5.4 Contributions
This study contributes to the different stakeholders like academia, industry, government, medical community. 
5.4.1 Contributions to Academia
This research will also contribute to the academic field, and future students can see and learn from this and write their research; it will also help students of hospitality management to understand how the industry is performing and will provide them with valuable knowledge which can be useful in their career in future. 
This research will set a benchmark for future researchers who would like to research this topic and can see this research and get guidance from it and make improvements in any future studies. Research can also further elaborate on the subject and include more factors and knowledge into current research.
5.4.2 Contributions to Industry
Most importantly, this study will help hospitality employees how this pandemic created challenges for them and how they can implement different strategies to overcome them. They can develop different strategies to overcome operational challenges and create marketing strategies to attract guests. It will also help top management of the hospitality industry to develop long-term plans which can help the industry to avoid this kind of situation in the future. 
5.4.3 Contribution to Government 
This study will also help the government to see the current situation of the industry and try to come up with possible solutions. The UAE Government has been promoting the country to be a tourist destination. In the current situation, the government must assess the situation to help them to survive and revive so that the country can maintain its image and progress further. 
5.4.4 Contribution to Medical Community 
This research can also help the medical and scientific community to create and develop different ways to detect viral diseases and limit the spread of the infection, as the hospitality industry deals with people, crowded places, visitors coming from various regions and background, medical and scientific community need to come up with methods and techniques which can help to identify and detect the viral diseases effectively and quickly.  
5.5 Recommendations for Future Research
This study can be the basis of any future study conducted on the same topic and can be improved with more detail information and by adding more aspects which are not included in this study, as during this study pandemic is still going on most of the information contained in this research currently available.
Future studies and can cover much more information, as more and more information coming now regarding this pandemic and its effects on the hospitality industry, as shown in this study the Fear of Contagion, Travel Restriction and Operational Challenges have affected the hospitality industry. Hotels can conduct their research and base on this research and see how each hotel is affected by the pandemic and find solutions to revive the business. 
UAE Government can also conduct further studies and can have a broader understanding as they have more resources and information to better estimate the impact and suggest and implement solutions. UAE Government can also include other tourism sectors in the study to have a bigger overview, as tourism sectors interlink with each other, and it is very important to support all sectors to revive the industry. 

5.6 Personal Reflection
I chose to conduct my research on this topic, as I worked in the Hospitality Industry for six years, and I was working for Marriott International in UAE, and my degree is also in hospitality management. 
Covid-19 has negatively impacted the hospitality and tourism industry around the world. It is the most recent phenomenon which and which impacted the hospitality industry, which never seen before in history. As a hospitality professional, it was an opportunity to see learn more about this pandemic and how it affected the industry in the UAE. 
This research helped me to know to learn more about the research and its steps, like coming up with the appropriate title, creating research questions, identifying target population, finding journals and creating a questionnaire. During this journey, my lecturer, supervisor, second panel and friends helped me to successfully complete my research. 
It was a new experience for me that taught me how to write a literature review and carefully select each word and identify and point out the exact problem of the study. This research also helped me to improve my reading and writing skills. I have read many journals and books, which helped me to select the right information and material for my research. 
This research also helped me to improve my research and computer skills as I had to find information regarding the tourism and hospitality information for which I had to visit many websites, create an online questionnaire, and improve my research structure.
